 The Mayor and Council of the Town of Golden Meadow met for their regular 
scheduled meeting on Monday, September 19, 2011 at 7:00 P.M. at the Town Hall, 107 
Jervis Drive, Golden Meadow, LA 70357.

 Others attending were Sgt. Charles Findley, Rudy King, Will Lasseigne, Daniel 
Lorraine, and Jamie Liner. 
 
 Mayor Bouziga called this meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. 
 
 Councilman Frank Boura presented a motion and Councilman Priscilla Mounic 
seconded approving the minutes from the Town meeting held on Monday, September 12, 
2011.  The Council unanimously approved the motion as presented. 
 
 Councilman David Adams led everyone in reciting the Pledge of Allegiance and 
Mayor Joey Bouziga led everyone in prayer. 
 
 Mayor Bouziga presented the August police department stats.  Sgt. Findley briefly 
discussed the recent thefts.  Councilman David Adams thanked the Police Department for 
their speedy response regarding a complaint on Fred Street. 
 
 Mayor Bouziga informed the Council no building permits or occupational licenses 
were submitted. 
 
 Mayor Bouziga presented the clean-up report as follows: 
 

 Kirby Collins property located at 122 Cochennic Lane was issued an 
extension until October 3, 2011. 

 Martha Daigle property located on South Bayou Drive has reached the 
deadline of September 19, 2011 without being cut and cleaned.  
Councilman David Adams presented a motion and Councilman Mike Billiot 
seconded authorizing Town employees cut and clean the property and a 
bill be added the property tax debt for the property.  The Council 
unanimously approved the motion as presented. 

  
 Mayor Bouziga informed the Council Lincoln Martin’s dangerous building located 
at 115 Mrs. Thomas Pitre Lane was sent a letter by Attorney Theriot.  The letter has been 
returned from the postal service and will be hand delivered by the Police Department. 
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 Mayor Bouziga presented a slide show of the Petit Caporal.  Councilman David 
Adams presented a motion and Councilman Frank Boura seconded approving “Thank 
You”, letter be sent to everyone who participated in the placement of the boat and 
refurbishing.  The Council unanimously approved the motion as presented. 
 
 Mayor Bouziga requested adding to the agenda regarding the collection of an 
outstanding sewer bill.  No objections from the audience were presented.  Councilman 
Frank Boura presented a motion and Councilman Priscilla Mounic seconded approving 
Mayor Bouziga add to the agenda.  The Council unanimously approved the motion as 
presented. 
 
 Town Clerk, Jamie Liner informed the Council the outstanding sewer bill for Gary 
Borne, Jr. which was set up for collection by Attorney Theriot was paid in full today. 
 
 Mayor Bouziga requested audience comments. 
 
 Mr. Will Lasseigne addressed the Mayor and Council regarding his candidacy for 
Councilman District #9.  
 
 Mr. Rudy King stated to the Mayor and Council it was very nice to see a new 
generation of people taking interest in our Town.  He also thanked the Police Department 
for being very diligent and having a respectable department. 
 
 Lafourche Parish Councilman Daniel Lorraine informed the Mayor and Council the 
Golden Meadow Public Boat Launch would be undergoing repairs to the center slip.  
Mayor Bouziga informed Councilman Lorraine he was aware of the repairs.  Councilman 
Lorraine also congratulated the Mayor and Council for the re-opening of the Alario 
Bridge. 
 
 With no further business to discuss, Councilman Priscilla Mounic presented a 
motion and Councilman Mike Billiot seconded adjourning this meeting at 7:13 P.M.  The 
Council unanimously approved the motion as presented.
