     Mayor Joey Bouziga presented Ordinance 471 amending the Golden Meadow zoning 
ordinance to provide for removal of boardinghouses as a permitted use of an R-3 
residential district, C-1 neighborhood commercial district, C-2 major commercial district, 
M-1 light industrial district and M-2 heavy industrial district. 
 
     Engineer John Plaisance explained the seven zones in Town.

     A brief discussion took place regarding the definition of “boardinghouse.”
